Mauritania:

Village Adoption program. In previous years every team could adapt a village, but very often teams 
couldn't reach their village or brought only small amount of supplies. We want to avoid such 
disappointment this year. We are recommending a few villages that we will collectively adopt. 

N'Takkhat - N 16°49.308  W 011°43.244 – N'Takkhat is a small village about 50kms before Kiffa. If 
you are coming to Kiffa from Nouakchott or if you are taking the paved road from Tidjikja to Kiffa 
please take some time to bring gifts to this village. They expressed the need for solar panels since the 
village has no electricity. Medicines, children's toys, school supplies, batteries, flashlights, water 
purification systems, tools and such items will be greatly appreciated. 

Edbelggui -  N18°23.937  W11°35.585 – Edbelggui is a small village near Tidjikja. If you are coming 
to Kiffa from Tidjikja please take some time to bring gifts to this village. They expressed the need for 
solar panels since the village has no electricity. Medicines, children's toys, school supplies, batteries, 
flashlights, water purification systems, tools and such items will be greatly appreciated. 

Adleganne (16°02.671 W 010°55.863)  & Tachott (N 15°44.680  W011°00.475) – URGENT 
MEDICAL SUPPLIES NEEDED! - These two villages are in Mauritania's poorest districts and they 
are about 4-5 hours from Kiffa.  They get very little attention from the outside world. You can visit 
them on the Kiffa-Kayes stage. THE VILLAGE CHIEFS WILL VISIT THE BUDAPEST-BAMAKO 
CAMP IN KIFFA. Please make sure that you give some medical supplies to these villages. They need 
them very badly/ They will set up a little collection center at the Phar Du Desert in Kiffa. You can't 
imagine, but even the simplest medical items can be lifesavers here: aspirin, children's cough medicine,  
fever reducers, eye drops, band aids,  first aid kits, surgical gloves, sanitizers, pain killers, anitbiotics. 
They also need water cleaning equipment, school materials and cltohes. Please help these villages! 
Some of your medical donations should go to them.

Mali:

Diema – Village Ventures Learning Center  If you are coming from Kiffa on the paved road via 
Ayoun Al Atrous or if you decide to take the paved road from Kayes to Bamako do not miss Diema and 
Village Ventures. An adorable English retiree, named Pam Young started a learning center in this town 
to teach people skills that could earn them a living: brick making, gardening, sewing, candle making,  
computer skills, etc. Pam's most recent goal is to wire the village and hook up to the internet. Anything 
that could help her would be greatly appreciated: hardware, software, laptops, desktops, monitors, 
printers, routers, cables, geek things etc. In addition to high tech gear they can always use low tech 
equipment that could help locals earn a living: sewing machines, tools, small machines of all sorts,  
power tools, etc. A used mechanical sewing machine could provide stable living for a family for many 



years to come. All other types of donations and gifts are welcome and appreciated. When you arrive in 
Diema ask for the English Lady or Madame Diema. They are expecting us on the 29 th and 30 th.

Karadje – Public School  - If you are in the racing category, this will be the last bivouac on the road. 
We will spend the night in the schoolyard in Karadje. The accommodation is free, but we will need to 
give small gifts to the students of this little village school of 200. Any small educational items will be  
appreciated. Please no electrical items. The town has no electricity.

Lafiabougou Elementary School – BAMAKO. This is a school in one of the poorest districts of 
Bamako. Many of the children can't stay in school because the parents can't afford such basic items as 
notebooks, pens and textbooks. A computer and a copy machine would help the school print and copy 
textbooks and educational materials. All other educational and school supplies could help poor children 
stay in school and escape the life of becoming day laborers. Please bring whatever you can to this 
school: books, notepads, pens, pencils, rulers, maps, arts and craft supplies, French language books, 
toys etc. They are planning on wiring the school for electricity. Any electrical accessories, cables, 
switches etc. would help the school. We will visit the school on Feb 1, 2009 at 10AM.

Clinique Medicale Mohamed V – Bamako This free clinic is located in one of the slums of Bamako. 
The clinic provides diversified medical care to the locals. They treat every possible ailment from 
diabetes through gynecological issues to cardiological problems. The clinic is seriously under equipped 
and under funded. Unfortunately the enthusiasm and skills of the doctors are not enough. Any type of 
basic medical equipment is needed. Simple stethoscopes, blood pressure meters, sterilizers, surgical 
gloves, syringes, needles, gauze, cotton,  basic lab equipment, sanitizers, blood sugar analyzers, 
wheelchairs, canes, baby care items, birthing unit equipment, etc. etc. Simple medicines are also 
needed and appreciated. We will visit the clinic on Feb 1, 2009 at 1PM. 
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
